Prairie View Wrestling Club

Code of Conduct

A participant may be a wrestler, coach, the parent/guardian of a wrestler or a spectator of the club.
No participant during a wrestling activity (practice, meet, or tournament) shall demonstrate or engage in unsportsmanlike conduct; or engage in or be involved in any conduct, which is detrimental to the high standards of conduct expected of all participants, coaches and players.
Conduct during a wrestling activity (practice, meet or tournament) which shall be considered to be unsportsmanlike and detrimental to the sport, include but is not limited to the following:
a.      Abusive or profane language, actions, or conduct directed against any official, wrestler or coach.
b.     Fighting or engaging in assault by hitting, pushing or shoving.
c.       Conduct or actions that may be immoral, illegal or offend a reasonable person or conduct or actions which reflect unfavorably or which discredit the Prairie View Wrestling Club.  Such conduct or actions will not be tolerated or condoned.
Violations of the above will subject the participant to appropriate action by the board or by an official officiating a wrestling match.  Such action may include a warning, ejection of the participant from the practice, meet or tournament; or if such conduct constitutes gross misconduct detrimental to the sport of wrestling or the Prairie View Wrestling Club organization, then the participant is subject to dismissal from the club without refund.

These guidelines apply to situations off the mat as well.  Parents and wrestlers are to be courteous to the coaches and the board in all forms of communication.  Blatant abuse, be it physical or verbal, will not be tolerated and could be grounds for dismissal from the club.
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
